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BABY QUILTS

· Baby quilts can be anywhere from 35”x35” to 35”x45”.  
· Fabrics can include cotton, cotton blends, polar fleece, or flannel, in appropriate baby colors and designs.  
· Any and all types of new battings are suitable (not old blankets, bed pads, etc).  NOTE: Make sure to pre-wash the fabric for the protection of these fragile children.

· Use something that washes and dries well, will stay soft, and not be stiff or heavy (like the chenille types with many layers or denim).  
SUMMER WEIGHT QUILTS

· Light weight quilts with no batting are also needed.  
· Sew two pieces of fabric right sides together pillowcase style (cotton with cotton; cotton front with flannel back is soft), and turn in raw edges.  
· Press, and sew around the edges to secure; anchor the center with a rectangle or other machine design.

FYI:  Quilts that have NOT been well received are: 

(1) Quilts with raw edges (including surged edges) – even polar fleece edges should be encased; 

(2) Quilts made of old clothes/suits/fabrics that are worn, faded, or obviously not washable and dryable; and

(3) Tied Quilts.
