PROPS
We will need a lot of small props to decorate around the hanging quilts, the raffle baskets, the entrance, etc.  A few larger items, such as a spinning wheel, would be fun to place strategically as well.  The pieces you bring should not be fragile!

Instructions:
1. We will not be pre-registering props.  However we will record them at the time of set-up.

2. Label your items with your name and phone number.

3. Bring the props to set-up on the Friday evening before the show, between 6 and 7 PM.  Take them to the “Props and Antique Quilts” table, where your item(s) will be collected and recorded.

4. After the show on Sunday, props will be collected by members of the committee.  To claim your possessions, pick up at the "Props and Antique Quilts" table between 5 and 6 PM to check them out.  Please let us handle the collection in order to stay organized and to make sure nothing is lost.

ANTIQUE QUILTS
The display of antique quilts and/or quilt tops is another way to decorate and add interest to our show.  They may be draped over furniture, hung on racks, placed over tables, etc.  You can be sure that we will do our very best to protect your treasured heirlooms.  

Instructions:
1. Please wear your POPQ name tag for identification – unfortunately, I don’t know everyone.

2. In order to keep track of the antique quilts and to use them as you wish, they  must be registered.  The registration form can be downloaded from the website, www.prideofprairie.org.

3. Each quilt must have its own registration form with a picture attached (4”X6” or smaller).  This does not have to be a professional photo – it is merely for identification purposes.  You may register any and as many antique quilts as you like, however space will dictate the number used.

4. Registration forms, with pictures, are to be turned by February guild meeting.

5. If you want to put a sleeve on your quilt, directions can be found on a link at the POPQ website quilt show/registration page.

6. Pin or sew a fabric label onto each quilt containing your name and phone number.

7. Fold each quilt into a fabric bag or pillow case with the quilt label at the opening of the bag and easy to see.  A label with your name and phone number should be on the outside of the bag as well.

8. Bring your quilts to set-up on the Friday evening before the show, between 6 and 7 PM.  Take them to the “Props and Antique Quilts” sign, where they will be checked in.

9. After the show on Sunday, props will be collected by members of the committee.  To claim your possessions, pick up at the "Props and Antique Quilts" table between 5 and 6 PM to check them out.  Please let us handle the collection in order to stay organized and to make sure nothing is lost.
